TAPPED FOR SECOND STAGE OF THE CURE’S CURIOSA FESTIVAL

BAND TO HEAD INTO STUDIO THIS FALL

Already looking ahead to this summer, The Cooper Temple Clause have announced their place on the all-star line-up of The Cure’s “Curiosa Festival 2004”.  This month-long trek kicks off July 24 in West Palm Beach, FL and continues through the end of August.  The headlining bill will include The Cure, Interpol, The Rapture and Mogwai.  The Cooper Temple Clause will be sharing the second stage along with Muse, Thursday, Cursive, Melissa Auf Der Maur, and Head Automatica.  

The Coopers are elated to be part of such a stellar bill: “This is probably the best line-up of any show we've ever done,” says guitarist Dan Fisher.  “We can't wait to get back out and play shows in the US, let alone with some of our favorite bands at the moment.”

After wrapping up a sold-out headlining UK tour earlier this year, the Reading, England-based sextet began their very first headlining stateside club tour with sold out dates in New York and Los Angeles.  The Cooper Temple Clause also took their unpredictable live show to this year’s SXSW and Coachella Music Festival, where they caught the attention of critics and fans alike.  With their schizophrenic mix of visceral rock and electronica and space punk, TCTC's innovative sound defies categorization.  Performing with complete and utter reckless abandon, the group have built an increasingly devoted following with their mosh-pit-inducing, high energy live show.


Never one to rest, the band have already been busy writing and laying down preliminary tracks in their own studio just outside London.  Bassist Didz Hammond recently told NME: “It’s very early stages at the moment.  It’s going to be a little more rocky—just shorter.  We were just happy to have the opportunity to do a second album last time and now we’ve got more of a plan.”  TCTC will commit to recording their third album immediately following the “Curiosa Festival” dates.  

The Cooper Temple Clause first released their US debut Kick Up The Fire, And Let The Flames Break Loose (RCA Records) on February 24.  The album--which features two never-before released live tracks--“continually festers with a blistering intensity and creativity that’s not for the closed-minded or faint of heart” (Alternative Press in a 4 out of 5 CD review).  Nylon calls the LP “…a fearless mishmash of electronica, raw-throated heavy metal, stylish free jazz, and freaky dance-rock…aggressive, fractured, and eccentric, but stitched together with a warm, infectious melodicism.”
