Comprised of twelve songs, included in and inspired by the animated film, Yu-Gi-Oh!: The Movie soundtrack features an exclusive, never-released track from The Black Eyed Peas entitled “For The People.” Also included on the soundtrack is "Step Up" written and performed by Jean Rodriguez and "It's Over" written and performed by Columbia Records recording artist Fatty Koo.  As an added bonus, the theme song to the top-rated television show appears on the CD as a hidden track.  Yu-Gi-Oh!: The Movie will be released August 13 (Warner Bros. Pictures).


Based on the trading card and television series phenomenon, Yu-Gi-Oh!: The Movie follows the adventures of high-school student Yugi Muto, a boy captivated by his favorite card game Duel Monsters (‘yu-gi-oh’ translated means ‘King of Games’).  Through this seemingly innocent game, Yugi joins forces with his mysterious alter ego the Pharaoh to battle incredible monsters in a quest to save mankind.  


Originally the brainchild of artist/writer Kazuki Takahasji, Yu-Gi-Oh! began as a Japanese comic book in 1996 and has flourished into an immensely successful global brand—spawning a video game line and collectible game card franchise in addition to the animated series.
